2 Corinthians 4:7-9 CSB—Now we have this treasure in clay jars, so that this 
extraordinary power may be from God and not from us. We are afflicted in every 
way but not crushed; we are perplexed but not in despair; we are persecuted but 
not abandoned; we are struck down but not destroyed.

2 Corinthians 4:10,14,16-18—We always carry the death of Jesus in our body, so 
that the life of Jesus may also be displayed in our body. For we know that the one 
who raised the Lord Jesus will also raise us with Jesus and present us with you. 
Therefore we do not give up. Even though our outer person is being destroyed, 
our inner person is being renewed day by day. For our momentary light affliction is 
producing for us an absolutely incomparable eternal weight of glory. So we do not 
focus on what is seen, but on what is unseen.
